They

are paid a commission of 4% for this. The amount is paid to each Council and this is

based on the total amount of Fire Service Contribution they collect.

The Minimum Fire Service Contribution is the lowest charge that a land holder is

required to pay on a parcel of land.

Assessed Annual Values of land are used by the State Fire Commission to determine

the Fire Service Contribution to be collected by each council.
